Program

AACE International has several scholarship programs
that help deserving students with their educational
funding. One is the Competitive Scholarship, another
is the Matching Funds Scholarship, and the third
Matching Fund Grants. Let's look at the Matching
Funds programs in greater detail.

It is time for all sections to begin discussion whether
they want to participate in the Matching Funds
Scholarship Program. This program is strictly
voluntary. If a section feels they do not have the
means to financially support scholarships, they are not
required to do so.

However, many sections use the Matching Funds
Scholarship as a way of reaching out to the academic
community in their area to let professors and students
know about AACE International and its benefits

Forms will be sent out in November to each section.
These forms must be returned to AACE Headquarters
by December 22nd if your section wants to participate.
There are three aspects to this program that enable all
sections to participate:

1. US Matching Funds Scholarship
2. Canadian Matching Funds Scholarships
3. International Matching Funds Grants

US and Canadian Matching Funds: Your section
scholarship funds will go further by applying for
matching funds. Your section has a great deal of
latitude in how you choose to select recipients. Let's
say that three sections donate $1000 to the Matching
Funds Program. Each section will receive $500 in
matching funds from the AACE Scholarship Fund,
giving them a total of $1500 to award. All three
Sections may choose a different way of determining the
recipient of their funds.

Section A may review the competitive scholarship
applications they receive and determine which
student(s) will receive their funds before the
competitive awards are announced. They may give all
$1500 to one student, or may select two of more
students to receive awards that total $1500.

Section B may wait until the Competitive Scholarships
are awarded and give their funds to the highest ranking
student in their section area who did not receive a
Competitive Scholarship. Again, they may give all
$1500 to one student or may select two or more
students to receive awards that total $1500.

Section C may also wait until the Competitive
Scholarships are awarded, then use their funds to
augment awards won in the competition by their
applicants.
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The decision is completely up to the section. Once the
Education Board determines whether or not they can
grant the section's request for matching funds, the
process of determining recipients is entirely in the
hands of the section.

International Section Matching Funds Grants: Any
section outside the US and Canada may submit a
request for matching funds to be used for a particular
purpose that will be in accordance with the educational
goals of AACE. The limit of the amount contributed by
the Education Board through the Scholarship Fund is
the same - $500. The section must submit a
description of the use to which the funds will be put.
This will be reviewed by the Education Board and a
determination made.

Requirement for All Matching Funds Requests

A. AACE will match funds contributed by an AACE
section for cost and management education purposes,
provided:

1. The section request for funds to be budgeted is
received no later than December 22 of the
current year.

2. Funds to be matched are received by the
AACE Education Fund no later than April 1 of
the following year.

3. The contribution by the section is for one of the
following purposes: (a) College Scholarship
(see eligibility requirements) or (b) Grants (as
approved by the Education Board)

B. Matching funds will be distributed on a first
received/first dispensed basis not to exceed
$500/section/year.

C. Requests for matching funds for scholarships must
meet the same criteria as for other scholarship awards.

D. All students who are given matching fund
scholarships must enter the general scholarship
competition by filling out the competitive
scholarship application.
